Word picture of the Yud is Hand, or יד – yad … discuss (what do you see in this word?
All ‘J’s’ in English are YuD’s in Ivrit (Hebrew)

יַרְדֵּן– Yarden…(Jordan).  The Jordan River is called that name because it starts from the Sea of Galilee and goes down from there and empties at the dead see.  The word יַרָד – yarad means (going down).  There has to be a sermon in that word because it empties into the lowest part of the earth..The dead sea.. from the name of the river which flows between the countries of Jordan and Israel. The river's name in Hebrew is יַרְדֵן (Yarden), and it is derived from יָרַד (yarad) meaning "descend" or "flow down". IT ALSO MEANS ‘RIVER OF JUDGEMENT.
יֶלֶד– yeled….(child)   20A precious son is Ephraim to Me? A child of delights? For since My speaking against him, I do thoroughly remember him still, Therefore have My bowels been moved for him, I do greatly love him, An affirmation of Jehovah.

יֶלֶד שָׁעַשׁוּעִים  - yeled sha-ashuim – a playful child.  No matter how good or bad we are, G-d sees us as his playful child, as he looks upon Israel. G-d says that every time He thinks about Israel, His inward parts are trembling.  Let’s break this word down….
יִשְׂרָאֵל– Yisrael…(Israel)…שָׁרָה – sara…(struggle, wrestle)..(The word ‘wrestle’ came from the word “Israel”..Remember יַעֲקֹב  Ya akov..Jacob wrestling with G-d?..אֵל – El, means G-d….so Yisrael means to ‘wrestle with G-d’
יְרוּשָׁלַיִם – Yerushalayim…(Jerusalem)…Yeru ..’You will see ‘  shalem means complete, whole   (you will see the completeness of G-d)

יֵשׁוּעַה –Yeshuah….(Salvation)  the end of the word with the hey ה makes the word salvation

יֵשׁוּעַ – Yeshua…(Jesus)…derivative of the word salvation  20And on his thinking of these things, lo, a messenger of the Lord in a dream appeared to him, saying, ‘Joseph, son of David, thou mayest not fear to receive Mary thy wife, for that which in her was begotten is of the Holy Spirit, 21and she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name Jesus, for he shall save his people from their sins.’

יִרְאָה  – yirah…(fear, deep respect)  to break down a little, רָאָה raah, is the word for ‘see’….so the word picture would be ‘you will fear the one whose hand you see.
יִרְאָת שָׁמַיִם– yirat sh’mayim…(fear of heaven/or G-d)..or deep respect for 
G-d.  Everything is in the hands of G-d, except our respect for Him is in our hands.

יָשַׁר  -- ya-shar….means straight or upright…..meaning description …the hand of the prince or warrior.    Why?  Because the word for prince or warrior is the word שָׂר sar.
יָאַשׁ  -- ya-ash….means despair…why?  The word for fire is אֵשׁ  esh….so, since the י yud is ‘hand’,  we see ‘the hand or work is fire….(when what you have worked for is destroyed)
יָכֹל  -- ya-chol…means capable or able.  We see the י yud as the hand, and the word for all or complete is the word kol…כֹּל    Now we see that to be capable is the have the work of our hand to be complete.

יֵשׁוּעַ – Yeshua    Jesus spoke Ivrit…Acts 26:14-15…14and we all having fallen to the earth, I heard a voice speaking unto me, and saying in the Hebrew dialect, Saul, Saul, why me dost thou persecute? hard for thee against pricks to kick!

The י has a value of 10 which represents completion and order

10 signifies testimony, law and responsibility.

10 is made up of 4, the number of the physical creation, and 6, the number of man.

In בְּרֵאשִׁית Genesis 1, we find “G-d said” 10 times---the testimony of G-d concerning His creative power.

A tithe is a 10th of our earnings and is a testimony of our faith in the L-rd.

The Passover lamb was selected on the 10th day of the 1st month, as was יֵשׁוּעַ
Our Passover Lamb.

The 10th day of the 7th month is the Day of Atonement for the children of Israel, when they received atonement for their sins.
